2. Review Financial

3. Red Wings Tickets will be put on hold until next season due to the amount of time it will take this late in the year to get it going.   Board agreed to discuss during the spring and work on getting it put together for next hockey season.

4. Can Drive – Had parents of Midget players voice concern that the Midgets were not informed of can drive fundraiser that could result in some families not meeting their two fundraisers for the year.  Tom Steinhoff will inform Midgets that they have before Christmas to complete can drive fundraiser.  Steve and Marc will be present during this announcement.  The Midget team will also be informed of cookie dough fundraiser at this time.

Discussion also held concerning Initiation kids participating in the can drive.  It was discussed at future meetings that all levels would need to participate (this including kids and parents) in order to receive credit for participating. 

5. Mini Hockey Nets -  Greg Pond has been told that Hockey Nets are due back to the ice arena no later then tomorrow, December 14th or Mr. Pond will be charged $10.00 per day as rental.    All board members in favor.

6. Team Photos – Discussion held on having photographer from Marquette take pictures of all teams and our association will get 10% of cost.  A decision will be made by the board following email including prices and photo dates.

7. Discussion held concerning re-keying ice arena because of to many keys being in the hands of to many individuals.  We need to tighten up who has access to concession area.

8. Skate Sharpening – Tony will talk with Pat about the possibility of moving the skate sharpening equipment to another area of the arena to eliminate so many people needing access in to the concession area (using sharpener, dropping off and picking up skates).  

9. Cookie Dough Fundraiser – fundraising materials have been given to coaches to give to their skaters.  The cost per tub is $13.00 (same as last year).   A minimum of 8 tubs need to be sold in order to receive credit as a fundraiser.  Orders are due back to association by January 13, 2010. 

10.  The Board had a discussion concerning the DeShone family requesting that there children be moved to Mite level from Initiation because the children are bored at the Initiation level.  Both children are 6 years of age and were signed up as Mites due to their birth dates but stayed in initiation after discussion with coaches concerning both kid’s skill levels.  It was also discussed with the family that the kids could possibly move up to Mites come January 1st if the kid’s skill level progressed.  Because Initiation and Mites are the same classification the Board has voted that this is a coaching decision.  Bill Scheiding, Joe McInnis and Lyle Enterline will discuss further and speak to the family about their decision.  

11.  The Board discussed moving Mite level skaters up to Squirts due to the low numbers on the Squirt team (8 players).   The Board approved after hearing opinion from both coaches and other members present that four Mite players can be moved up to the Squirt level.  The coaches will decide players by age and will discuss with families of the players to see if they would be interested in moving their kids up one level.

12. Officiating Pay Scale was discussed and the Board has approved the following pay. There will not be a difference between levels I & II.

a. Mites - $16.00

b. Squirts - $20.00

c. Peewee - $24.00

d. Bantams - $28.00

e. Midgets - $35.00   

13. The Board agreed that scorekeepers will continue to be paid $7.00 and score keepers must be age 12 years and older.

14. The Salvation Army is looking for interested individuals to ring bells on December 17, 18 & 19.

15. Discussion held concerning Initiation Level and the need for having more help on the ice at this level.  At least four members present at this meeting with cards to be on the ice are willing to help out during initiation practices.

16. If you need to re-new your card to be on the ice, you have until December 31st and Kim Steinhoff needs a copy.
